(hereafter called “the tenant”) whereby the Council agrees to let and the tenant agrees to take on the tenancy of an allotment situated at Honeysome Road, Chatteris. The allotment numbered…….in the Register of Allotments contains approximately 10 poles and is provided by the Council at the yearly rent of………. (amount subject to annual review by the Council) payable annually.

The tenancy is subject to the following conditions:

1. The rent shall be paid promptly around the eleventh day of October each year.

2. The Council shall set the rental rate the previous autumn and details will be included in the minutes of the relevant Council meeting.

3. The tenant shall keep the allotment-garden clean and in good state of cultivation.

4. If the Council is satisfied that the tenant has failed to maintain the allotment-garden in a clean and good state of cultivation it shall be entitled to give the tenant written notice to quit and reserves the right to recover from the tenant sufficient compensation to enable it to make good such deterioration of the land. The tenant will also be expected to remove any non-vegetation rubbish from the plot, if he/she fails to do so the Council shall be entitled to seek compensation for the cost of clearance work. 
5. The tenant shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other allotment-garden or obstruct any path or roadway set out by the Council for the use of the occupiers of the allotment-gardens. 

6. Any fencing erected by the tenant shall not pose a danger to other allotment holders and no tall plants or obstructions shall be planted/erected along allotment boundaries.

7. No household waste shall be stored on or burnt on allotments. The tenant shall consider others when lighting bonfires or spraying his/her allotment.

8. The tenant shall exercise consideration for others when spraying and ensure the weed killer does not stray onto neighbouring allotments - spraying is not permitted in windy weather.

9.  Ponds shall not be created on allotments and no livestock must be kept on the allotments – to include chickens, bees, etc.
10. The tenant shall not underlet, assign or part with the possession of the allotment-garden or any part of it without the written consent of the Council.

11. Any Member or Officer of the Council shall be entitled at any time, when directed by the Council, to enter and inspect the allotment-gardens.

12. The tenant shall observe and perform any other special condition necessary to preserve the allotment-garden from deterioration.

13. The tenancy of an allotment-garden shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing, terminate on the yearly rent day after the death of the tenant and shall also terminate when the tenancy or right of occupation of the Council terminates.

14. The tenancy may also be terminated by the Council if:

(1) The rent is in arrears for not less than 30 days, or

(2) The tenant is not duly observing the conditions of his tenancy and fails to do so by a date advised in a letter from the Council

15. The tenant, giving notice in writing, may also terminate the tenancy.
